Earlier this month the Aurora
Women'’s Empowerment
Foundation (AWEF) awarded
Paramount a grant in support

of two female-focused theatre
programs starting in 2021 and 2022,
with plans to continue funding the
programs year after year.

The first of the two programs is
Paramount Theatre’s Inception
Project which provides staged
readings of world-premiere
theatrical works written by,
produced, and/or performed by
female artists, including those from
the black, indigenous, and BIPOC
community. The second program
is the Paramount School of the
Arts Theatre for Young Audiences
touring show which will bring the
play Adelita — a musical odyssey
following a 17-year-old female folk
hero of the Mexican Revolution —
to local schools throughout Aurora
for free.

Both programs will be accompanied
by talkback discussions —
facilitated by the artistic team —

Tribune’s Chris Jones called the opening night of the
